Using a reputa-
ble company (Staples, 
Dell, etc.) to refill your 
cartridges will save you 
up to 90% on the cost 
of a new cartridge. 

GREEN OFFICES 

By making a few changes in 
our habits, we can begin to 
make a difference in conserv-
ing energy and reducing pol-
lution to help save our planet. 
 
Try some of these tips from 
True Green by Kim McKay: 
► Bring your own coffee 

mug to work to reduce the 
number of Styrofoam cups 
which are not biodegrad-
able. 

► Turn off your computer 
nightly.  It’s the office’s 
main drain, using more 
juice than all other equip-
ment combined.  Savings: 
about 75% fewer kilowatts. 

Emergency Action Plan - The Time to Plan is Now 

     OSHA requires you to have an emer-
gency action plan (EAP) if fire extin-
guishers are provided in your workplace, 
and if anyone will be evacuating during a 
fire or other emergency. 
     In most circumstances, immediate 
evacuation is the best policy, especially if 
professional firefighting services are 
available to respond quickly.  There may 
be situations where employee firefighting 
is warranted to give other workers time to 
escape, or to prevent danger to others by 

spread of a fire.  In this case, you as the 
employer are still required to have an 
EAP.  For more information, visit www.
